(This could be a Den Chief, which is an older Boy Scout

or a Cub Scout elected by Den Members).

« Den meetings include games, crafts, skits, songs,
ceremonies and periodic field trips.

The Cub Scout Pack

First through Fifth Gr ade
Your Boy is a member of a P ACK which...

« Is made up of one or more Dens
* Meets once a month at the P ack meetings.

« All Tiger Cubs and Cub Scout families are expected
to participate.

e The Pack meeting is led by the Cubmaster.

e The Pack meeting is a culmination of the month’ s
Den meetings and activities.

« Pack meetings have games, skits, songs, ceremonies and
presentation of badges that boys earned that month.
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The Pack Committee

Our Pack is run by the P ack Committee

« Made up of Den Leaders, Pack Leaders, the Pack Trainer
and all parents.

« Meets once a month or more often if needed.

e Led by a Committee Chairperson.

¢ The Committee selects leadership, finds meeting places,
performs record keeping, manages Pack finances, orders

badges, maintains Pack equipment, helps train and
recognize leaders.

The Chartered Organization

Our Pack is owned by a Chartered Organization

 Charter Organizations include schools, parent-school
organizations, service clubs, and other organizations interested in
serving youth.

< Our Charter Organization approves leadership, helps secure a

meeting place, keeps the P ack within the sponsor’s and Boy Scout

guidelines and policies.

« Our Charter Organization selects a representative.
(A liaison between our Pack and our Sponsor).
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Venturing

* Aprogram for young men and women, 14 to 20 years old, built
around five program areas of emphasis and a crew-advisor
approach.

* Program areas of emphasis include: sports, advancement, high
adventure activities, personal development, and service. Special
programs and events related to those
area are also available.

* Youth and adult leaders generally
meet bi-weekly for regular crew
activities and monthly for special
activities.

Exploring

* Aunique and flexible program for both young men and women,
14 to 20 years old that provides career and lifetime vocational
opportunities through a partnership with business,industry , law
enforcement agencies, business associations, religious and
community organizations.

« Special-interest Exploring groups, called posts, expose young
people to more than 100 career fields and vocational interests
including: finance, law , journalism, law enforcement, emergency
medical assistance, computer programming, photography, and
much more. Posts generally meet twice a month.

« Career Awareness Exploring provides teens a look at specific

career fields through a series of career seminars coordinated
throughout their high schools and held during school time.

Boy Scouting

e Atroop and patrol-centered program for boys in sixth grade
through senior high school designed to build and foster
lifetime skills.

* Program builds self-esteem, self-reliance, and self-respect through
a blend of outdoor experiences, educational and instructional
skills, recognition, value building, and fun.

* Among the activities offered are: More than 120 hobby and career
skills available through the merit badge program, year-round
camping and outside activities, an honor camping society ,
recognition, leadership training, service projects, and
special events.

* Boys and adult leaders meet weekly as a troop, monthly for an
overnight or weekend camp out, or other outdoor activities.

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The Advancement Plan

The responsibility of a boy’ s advancement in
Cub Scouting lies with the family and not with
the Pack. Some advancement requirements
are done at den meetings but most are done at
home with the family

Bobcat

All boys in first through 5th grade earn the Bobcat
badge first, by learning the Cub Scout P romise, Law
of the Pack, handshake, salute, sign, motto, and
meaning of “Webelos.” After receiving the Bobcat
badge, the boys work on requirements based on his
grade level.

Tiger Cubs

The Tiger Cub badge is earned after completing five achievements
grouped in three areas: Den Activity, Family Activity, and Go See It.

After completing the Tiger Cub rank, boys may
earn one Tiger Track bead when he completes 10
electives. There is no limit to the number of Tiger
Cub beads a boy can earn. Advancements are dis-
played on a Tiger Cub Totem, which is worn on the
Tiger Cub Belt.
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How is Scouting Financed?

When you register your son into the Scouting Program, there is a $15
national registration and insurance fee. This fee allows your son to be part
of the Scouting program and goes straight to our National Office to help
provide many of the services that our leaders will receive (training courses,
Scouting Magazine, insurance, etc.) None of this money stays in the local
council. Providing a Scouting program within the Connecticut Yankee
Council takes an annual budget of approximately $3,400,000; of which 98
percent must be raised each year from the generous support of friends,
families, corporations, and foundations.

Connecticut Yankee Council budget includes things like subsidization of the
summer camp program, maintenance and upkeep of the land and property
at five different camping facilities, support staff, a quarterly newsletter

(The Scouter) to leaders, training courses for leaders, and much more. The
funds needed to support Scouting programs in the Connecticut Yankee
Council comes from a variety of areas. Some of the major areas are:

Friends of Scouting Campaign: Each year our Council conducts a “Friends
of Scouting Campaign” to solicit contributions from families and members of
the community. It offers families the opportunity to help invest in the

future of our Scouting youth.

Popcorn Sales: Most units in the Connecticut Yankee Council participate in
the annual Popcorn sale. Sales from this fundraiser benefit both the Council
and those units that participate.  The annual sale occurs during September
and October, and popcorn begins begins delivered during November.

Special Events: Each year our Council conducts a number of special-event
fundraisers to help raise money to support our Scouting program.

Everything from Golf Tournaments to Good Scout events are held during the
year.

United Way: The Scouting program is not a government agency; hence we
receive no tax dollar support. United W ay support accounts for a very small
percentage of our annual budget.

How is My Pack Financed?

* Money-earning projects such as candy sales and car washes are popular
Many Racks earn money from recycling, cake auctions, bake sales, etc.

* Most Packs charge members dues.

« The money goes for Pack equipment, advancement insignia, special events, and
program materials. Many Packs pay registration fees for membership from boys’ dues.
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Parent/Leader Support

Roundtable: A monthly leaders’ meeting for all adult
volunteers in your district.  You can get help with crafts,
games, skits, and songs for use at den and Pack
meetings. It' s a great place to ask questions and

share ideas.

Program Helps contain meeting plans for den and P ack
meetings and show you how to do crafts and games.
Many Racks purchase annual Program Helps for their
leaders. Most Packs have a Rack library that contains the
leader books you need.

District Committee (team of volunteers) develops quali -
ty district-wide programs in which boys can participate.
Your district has another volunteer team called the
commissioner staff. They are our “service team.”

They check on the health of your P ack and are a
communications link between your P ack and the Scouting
organization. A Commissioner is assigned to assist

your unit.

Videos: We have award winning videos for teaching
Scouts and adults about child abuse protection and
avoiding potentially dangerous situations.

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Wolf

A Cub Scout who has completed first grade (or is
age 8), works on 12 achievements to earn the
Wolf badge.

Bear

A Cub Scout who has completed second grade (or is
age 9), works to complete 12 of 24 achievements

to earn the Bear badge. After he earns his Bear
badge, a boy may work on electives in different
interest areas until he is old enough to begin work
on the next rank. For every 10 electives a boy
completes, he earns an Arrow Point.

Arrow P oints

For every 10 electives a boy completes, he earns an Arrow
Point. Aboy may earn as many Arrow Points as
he can.

Webelos

When a Cub Scout has completed the third grade
(or becomes 10 years old), he transfers to a
Webelos Den, led by an adult Webelos leader. The
boy works on requirements for the W ebelos badge,
20 activity badges, and the Arrow of Light Award
(the highest award in Cub Scouting).

Camping and outdoor programs are an important part of the 18-
month Webelos program. In February of a Webelos Scout’s 5th grade
year, he graduates from Cub Scouting into the adventure of Boy
Scouting at an impressive graduation

ceremony. Every boy deserves an

opportunity to be a Boy Scout.

Good Turn
This is a Pack service project to benefit
the community .

Blue and Gold Banquet

This is a birthday party for your Cub Scout P ack
usually held in February. Most often it is a
seated dinner, but sometimes it is a covered-dish
supper. Aspecial program or entertainment

IS customary.

Pinewood Derby

Parent and son work together to build a gravity-
powered miniature race car from a special kit.
Most Packs conduct the derby races annually.

Secretary/T reasurer ...

Keeps all records for the P ack, including Pack bank account,financial
records,etc. Attends Pack meetings and Pack Committee meetings.

Advancement Member ...

Maintains advancement records for the Pack. Orders and obtains all
badges and insignia. Attends Pack meetings and committee
meetings.

Parent Helpers...

Function chairman positions to perform “one shot” program jobs,
such as coordinating Pack participation in sales events, Scouting for
Food, Finewood Derby, Blue and Gold Banquet, Day Camp, etc.
These jobs are of short duration.
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Special Programs & Activities

Day Camp

Day Camp is an exciting summertime activity
that includes archery, BB guns, crafts, games,
sports,songs, and skits. This 5-day program con-
ducted under certified leadership, is held on an
approved site during daylight hours. Cub Scout
Day Camp is an excellent way to introduce youth
to the outdoors and teach them new skills. It
also helps strengthen the Pack’s summer
program.

Resident Camp

Resident camping is a week-long, theme-oriented
outdoor program. Outdoor program events
include: Showmanship, Sportsmanship,
Craftsmanship, waterfront, fithess, Camp Craft
and nature.

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Pack Volunteer Leadership

Den Leader(s)...

Leads the den at weekly den and monthly P ack meetings. Attends
the monthly P ack leaders’ meeting.

Cubmaster...

Helps plan and carry out the P ack program with the help of the P ack
Committee. Emcees monthly Pack meeting and attends the P ack
leaders’ meeting.

Pack Trainer...

Coordinates “Fast Start” training for adults, organizes the Tiger Cub
dens and promotes leader training and Roundtable meeting
attendance.

Committee Chairperson...

Presides at all Pack committee meetings. Helps recruit adult
leaders. Also attends Pack meetings.

Pack Committee...

Consists of Committee Chair, Advancement Chair, Pack Trainer,
Secretary/Treasurer and parent helpers. They work together to
perform the administrative functions of the P ack.
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
