of Mariam, The Magdalen, and The Mother. The film was produced by Hidden
Treasures Productions, Inc and Stuart B. Rekant served as Executive Producer.

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Program Synopsis

Mary Magdalene—a sinner and prostitute, or the secret wife of Jesus and leader
of his church?

Secrets of Mary Magdalene strips away the veils of history to reveal the flesh and blood
woman who served as Jesus' foremost apostle and possibly the love of his life.

This documentary takes a deep look at the image of Mary Magdalene; from her role in
Early Christianity and place of importance among the Christians of Medieval France, to
the 20™ century discovery of ancient texts that shed new light on this mysterious
woman.

Secrets of Mary Magdalene examines Mary Magdalene's role in the early Christian
church as the pivotal witness to the crucifixion and resurrection of Jesus. The New
Testament reveals that Jesus appeared only before Mary Magdalene and Peter. Yet,
many scholars believe an effort was made on the part of the early Church to confuse
Mary Magdalene with other unidentified sinners in the Bible; therefore branding her a
prostitute for centuries to come. Mary Magdalene’s significance in the origins of
Christianity may have been overlooked. Was this an effort to suppress a powerful
female apostle, or to simply streamline the gospels?

In the 11th Century, Mary Magdalene developed a cult-like following in Western Europe.
This documentary traces the legend of Mary Magdalene from Palestine to the Cathari of
southern France. The Cathari revered Mary Magdalene and were also believed to be
the keepers of the Holy Grail. The Legend of the Holy Grail evolved from a chalice to
Mary Magdalene herself, and the belief that she was secretly married to Jesus and
mother of his child. The Cathari would be exterminated for their heresy in the massacre
of 1244.

In 1945, a farmer in Upper Egypt discovered ancient papyrus codices buried for nearly
2000 years. The Gnostic Gospels would transform Mary Magdalene into a pivotal figure
of early Christianity, and reveal startling new information about the struggle for power
that arose after Jesus' death. Secrets of Mary Magdalene discusses the significance of
these non-canonical Gnostic Gospels and the teachings that Jesus shared with Mary
alone.

The stunning discovery of the Gnostic Gospels and their image of Mary Magdalene as a
leader among the apostles has had a significant impact. In 1969 the Vatican sought to
clarify Pope Gregory's miscasting of her as a sinner and began referring to her as a
disciple of Christ.

The roles thrust upon Mary Magdalene over the ages have varied more than any other
biblical figure. For many modern women, her greatest role today may be as the symbol
of the sacred feminine they find missing in traditional religion.

Diane Apostolos-Cappadona

Diane Apostolos-Cappadona, Ph.D., is adjunct professor in the Center for Muslim-Christian
Understanding and adjunct professor in Art and Culture in the Liberal Studies Program at
Georgetown University. A renowned lecturer and writer, she has also been a contributor to
and editor of dozens of volumes on Christian history and theology. She is preparing the
introduction for the reprint edition of Sacred and Profane Beauty: The Holy Art by Gerardus
van der Leeuw; an edited volume, Sources and Documents in the History of Christian Art;
and a textbook, The Art of the World's Religions.

Lesa Bellevie is the founder of Magdalene.org and author of "The Complete Idiot's Guide to
Mary Magdalene." She has been writing and speaking about Mary Magdalene since 1998,
focusing a great deal on the response to "The Da Vinci Code" since its 2003 release. Ms.
Bellevie has been interviewed for local, national, and international newspapers and
magazines, radio programs and television documentaries. Among her current projects is a
weblog called "The Magdalene Review" (http://www.magdalenereview.org), in which she
tracks media references and recent scholarship about Mary Magdalene.

Dan Burstein

Dan Burstein (editor) launched Squibnocket Partners, an innovative content development
company, in 2003 with his business partner Arne J. de Keijzer. In 2004, they created the
Secrets series. Their first book in the series was the New York Times bestselling Secrets
of the Code: The Unauthorized Guide to the Mysteries Behind the Da Vinci Code, which, in
addition to being a global best seller, has won widespread praise as the leading secular
multi-perspective guidebook to The Da Vinci Code phenomenon and related subjects of
interest . In addition to the path breaking Secrets of the Code, the Secrets series includes
Secrets of Angels & Demons, Secrets of the Widow's Son, and now, Secrets of Mary
Magdalene. Altogether, the Secrets series has more than 3 million copies in print and has
been translated in over 30 languages.

Deirdre Good

Deirdre Good is Professor of New Testament at the General Theological Seminary in New
York City. She has published books on noncanonical material, and on Matthew's Gospel.
Mariam, the Magdalen, and the Mother was published in 2005 (Indiana U Press). Her most
recent book is Jesus and Family Values due in October 2006 from Church Publishing. She
has been interviewed on The Gospel of Judas at
http://www.trinitywallstreet.org/resources/article.php?id=699 and was one of several
scholars appearing in the History Channel special on the DaVinci Code.




Susan Haskins

Susan Haskins’s Mary Magdalen: Myth & Metaphor was a New York Times ‘Notable Book
of the Year’ in 1994. She is an independent art and cultural historian, and while living in
Italy worked for the Harvard Center for Renaissance Studies in Florence. She was co-
author of European Art in the Victoria and Albert Museum (London, 1983), and contributed
to Drawing and Painting the Figure (London, 1983). She has published articles on different
aspects of the idea of Mary Magdalen, including an entry in the Encyclopedia of Medieval
Folklore (New York, 2000). She has broadcast on radio, appeared on television and
lectured widely in the United States and Canada. Her next book, Three Marian Writings, is
to be published in 2007 by Chicago University Press. She lives in London.

Elaine Pagels

After receiving her doctorate from Harvard University in 1970, Elaine Pagels taught at
Barnard College, where she chaired the Department of Religion, and Columbia University.
She is currently the Harrington Spear Paine Professor of Religion at Princeton University.
Professor Pagels has participated with other scholars in editing several texts from Nag
Hammadi and has written three other books, The Johannine Gospel in Gnostic Exegesis;
The Gnostic Paul: Gnostic Exegesis of the Pauline Letters; and most recently, Adam, Eve,
and the Serpent. The Gnostic Gospels won the National Book Critics Circle Award and the
National Book Award in 1980. In 1981 she was awarded a MacArthur Prize Fellowship. She
lives in New York City.

Jean Pierre Ruiz

Jean-Pierre Ruiz teaches and conducts research in the area of biblical studies and
Hispanic/ Latino Theology. He earned the doctorate in biblical studies from the Pontifical
Gregorian University in Rome, with a dissertation titled Ezekiel in the Apocalypse: The
Transformation of Prophetic Language in Revelation 16:17-19:10. Past-President of the
Academy of Catholic Hispanic Theologians of the United States, he is Editor in Chief of the
Journal of Hispanic / Latino Theology and an Associate Editor of the Catholic Biblical
Quarterly. He chairs the Computer Committee of the Catholic Biblical Association of
America and has a special interest in the use of information technology in biblical
scholarship. He is a member of the research team of the American Bible Society's New
Media Translations Program, which has produced award-winning multimedia translations of
biblical texts on CD-ROM and on the World Wide Web.

Dr. Jane Schaberg

Dr Jane Schaberg is Professor of Religious Studies and Women'’s Studies at University of
Detroit Mercy. Dr. Schaberg teaches feminist interpretation, biblical studies and
introductions to religious studies and women'’s studies. Her publications have dealt mainly
with the New Testament, including a commentary on the New Testament Infancy
Narratives, on the Gospel of Luke, and on feminist contributions to historical and literary
research. Her latest book is The Resurrection of Mary Magdalene: Legends, Apocrypha and
Christian Testament (Continuum 2003). Her book The lllegitimacy of Jesus will be published
by Phoenix Sheffield Press in a 20th anniversary edition in 2006. Schaberg holds a B.A.
from Manhattanville College, an M.A. from Columbia University and a Ph.D. from Union
Theological Seminary NYC.
