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BEAUTIFICATION

City planners want to stop residents from paving lawns

The Deparment of City Planning has proposed outlawing the paving of front yards, and has put forth minimum
guidelines for the amount of land that must sumound housas.

City Planning Director Amanda Burden hailad the changes to the zoning text as a step toward greening the caly.

"Ensuring that residential developments through out the five boroughs have adequate yards and green space is cntical
o creating a livable, sustainable city with a healthy anvironment and an improved qualty of e * she said, "Landscaped
surfaces will absorb storm-water, cool the air and make neighborhoods mone attractive places to Iive and raise a family.”

The proposed changes would prevent excessive paving of front yards by requinng that a minimum percentage be
landscaped. They would require rear yards for all interior {raid-block) lots, stipulate that side yards of comer kots be at
beast 26 feet wide, and set a 30-foot minimum for open space behind every building. The agency also now caps wall and
fence helght at four feet (down from eight) or six ieel for comer lots

City Councitman Tony Avella (D-BaysMe), who chairs the Council's Zoning Subcommitiee, has long opposed the
paving of front yards, and said the zoning text amendments will help preserve the quality of life In low-dansity residential
netghborhoods, "Replacing greenery with concrete not only 15 an aesthetic issue, it also huts the environment and
overburdens the city sewer system.” Avella said.

Dolan echoed the sentiment, stipulating that the space must have plantings.  The amended zoning text is now in a
B0-day reviews process by the cily's community boards and borough presidents, after which a public hearing will be held
and then sent to the City Counail for a final vote.

3. Ladies, when you are shopping in the market, please do not leave your purse unattended in the child seat of the sho pping cant.

Legislation has been passed eliminating the five year expiration date oniginally established by the
Federal Trade Commissian. Therefore, it is nol necessary to resregister for the national Do Nat Call list
as initially reported to protect consumers from being inundated with telemarketing calls.

"Keep the Dream”. This program enables families with adjustable rate, interest-only or other risky
mortgages to refinance with SONYMA and obtain a 30-year or 40-year fixed rate mortgage and
avoid possible foreclosure.
