A WORD IN SEASON FOR CHINA

Just now, in early November 2007, in the aftermath of the 17th Chinese Communist Party Congress, the leadership reports it is grappling (perhaps groping in the dark better reflects the discernible tinge of fear shown in the statement admitting the problem which, understandably, would be enough to scare any government structure) with some significant problems such as the inequitable distribution of resources, chasms between massive wealth accumulations and poverty, and lack of effective services among the Chinese populace. Although the leadership mentioned this directly (not to the entire CCP Congress sessions but in smaller, though still large, follow-on focus or press sessions) as worrisome and I have referred to it above as significant, still, due to the crucial importance of these problems as a friend of China I want to express to China - which I have almost never done, not presuming upon difficult matters which are nonetheless perhaps tinged with feelings related to sovereignty; this is a different circumstance: here China almost seems to be asking me so I break my silence - the importance for China of this problem. This problem is in a peculiarly critical category. I identify them as ultimate issues which is my personal prime focus of my special knowledges, capacities and expert professional abilities. When ultimate issues come into action at the national or systemic level, it puts in play at the very least loss of face within the international legal system and at the worst but still possible the present government and political regime's ongoing stability, order and the very ability to maintain its existence itself and govern the nation is brought into question. I learned in some deep relationships in China that there is a Chinese way of expressing an unkindly disposition, one which is un-generous perhaps driven by some secret, ulterior or devious hostile motive or agenda, sometimes expressed as having a narrow heart and or a very calculating mentality. I say to China that I do not have a narrow heart towards China nor unlike some others a very calculating mentality or any kind of ulterior motive or agenda, or pure, simple hostility based on some form of prejudice or bias, sometimes described in American parlance as ill will about anything actually but here I specifically mean as to these ultimate issues. I have an open mind and a caring heart about this for China, perhaps the more deeply felt by me as I have had personal experience with the special power of China which is in her women. So I reach out to China my hands and heart, mind and spirit to meet, study, analyze, share dinner, converse with some intelligent Chinese counterparts who need no translator as they are English-speaking such as Professor Tang Min Deputy Secretary General of the China Development Research Foundation and perhaps more importantly to me some who are Mandarin speaking such as Commissioner Tian Lipu of the State Intellectual Property Office together with his cheerful excellent translator who, with also others with her wonderful happy laughing and or heartwarming way such as CCTV International News Anchor Yang Yan I would like to have with me on a continuing basis as her wonderful happy face, laughter and warm hearted style may help lighten some of the burden and heaviness of the topics I must so often carry on the shoulders of my mind and heart for the long times required to first just break through many inhering barriers between East and West thought lives and achieve a true understanding based on mutual knowledge and trust - like the long slow process of peeling layers of an onion's skin to finally reach the ultimate core which makes your eyes water - and then be able to work through on a continuing basis to solutions with the leadership. I bear these things in mind and ponder them in my heart and will help China comprehend and transition well some of the changes it is going through when, if the Good Lord is willing, suitable arrangements are made for my return to China. Unless President Bush and Secretary of State Rice expressly request it in order for me to accomplish something for America which has gone neglected the past seven years and as I do not wish to add to the burdens of the leadership and system in China this year I will plan to not return to China until some considerable period of time has passed after the 2008 Great Beijing Olympics, 11th NPC and new leadership filling their roles and U. S. Presidential Election. On my own, it may take some years to work out a suitable plan and time to return to work with China; with help from China friends it may be sooner rather than later. Just recently I have come to understand that the necessity of a certain amount of face in China will be necessary for me to be of significant help for China with certain of its massive problems. Although I started to assemble a list describing some choices for our Working Groups I now perceive sufficient face, facilities and personnel (due to China’s complexities probably beyond my capacity to arrange) will actually be best left to China to orchestrate when the time comes. This will be a new experience for me as one accustomed to the fierce broad-ranging demanding independence of a strong independent U. S. and International Lawyer: submission of myself to The People’s Republic of China. China Central Television Central Economic Work Conference consultant Ms. Annie Fu will be welcome to put her idiomatic translation and computer data bank-like intellectual capacities to powerful use assisting me personally in all ways as I return to the world of Beijing. If lawful and proper it seems to me a friend and colleague relationship with Premier Wen Jiabao, NPC Chairman Wu Banguo (as my work will reach and benefit the broad masses of rural and urban civil society) and insofar as his demanding schedule will perhaps occasionally allow of course President Hu Jintao (although I have zero interest or involvement in military matters) will assure some broad successes for China, and certainly in the present black and blacker Dalai/Pelosi snafu/fubar/go pi also Foreign Minister Yang Jiechi. For myself, I am not very interested in such things as going out everywhere, money (well, considering the amazing shrinking greenback dollar, in addition to expenses although with my Type II diabetic condition I will not need much rice, still, like everyone I will need lotsa Jing Long beans) fame or being seen at parties with so-and-so. I care about relationship, quiet work with intelligent Chinese counterparts on issues that may bear great fruit (which I now perceive will require such face in China as China analyzes deems suitable and arranges), and always Chinese relationships, beauty and good living. As I cannot walk in the ordinary way, I will require some help with finding and establishing suitable lodgings, facilities, arrangements and logistics. This time a longer, settled down way of life in China will be necessary in order to be most useful. As I now have a partial walking disability I plan to take in, in accordance with China law and custom, several, I think not more than twenty, university graduate age and older Chinese friends into my personal household in Beijing to take care of me in all ways, some of whom - perhaps half - Spokeswoman Fan may send me as interns or staff, some of whom may be with me perhaps only half-time, some full-time, some live-in, from her office relationships and the same principle may apply too for the offices of Feng Hongzhang, Judge Song Hongwu, the distinguished senior appellate Judge from Xi’an, the high police administrator, the Army, Navy and Air Force, the school near The Summer Palace, the head of the intelligence service [who it seems to me would well serve his country by quietly instituting carefully discreet non-intrusive invisible watches vettings and perimeters on persons I mention here I may be contemplating including in my personal circle to assure none of them are part of or in relationship with or become tainted by contact by any non-Chinese intelligence and or secret police type organizations which unfortunately even here on the street of my home in America corrupt members of such bureaus have improperly in my view intruded themselves and clumsily tried to interfere in relationships with Chinese persons], certain Party Secretaries and the Honorable Kai Shu Lai of the Beijing Supreme Court, Wai Ban Agenda Manager for this Working Group Feng Weyna, and inviting as media liaison Loban Rui Chenggang he collegial assistants Wei Sue Loke, Ed Law and if it will not conflict with her family role Ja Thamrong who has felt as I have very cold in Beijing in the winter so we will plan some warm bright happy times for the Working Group and others too numerous to mention here, some of whom will accompany me on travels in China to I think Shanghai, Xi'an, Wuhan, and Guangzhou. I may teach an international law and relations seminar style class in a room of my household. It is probably not a possibility because facilities and funding for the household have not yet been established; yet, as I am not part of any government, nor a Communist, nor a Buddhist, but rather a Christian, I can offer China and the other side one important thing I have learned from The Guidebook of The Gideons International: Neutral Ground. [ Before you dismiss The Gideon International out of hand as "religious" please note that no church official such as a Priest or Pastor is allowed to be a Member, all Members are Business or Professional Men (and their wives have a separate auxiliary service) who are natives of their own country (that is there are no foreigners allowed although on rare occasions Gideons from one country may visit another Gideon group in a different country in the ordinary course of travel) who have freely associated, forming the largest such organization in the world, function in over 170 countries, Members donate all of their own time and pay their own expenses, are not from any one single church or denomination although they are from the spectrum termed Evangelical Christians, they hold no religious services as such but focus on the lawful and proper appropriate placement for free of a book - for the printing costs of which only they accept donations - known to the world as The Holy Bible in places of public concourse which starting with only 2 men in 1900 and acting in a businesslike and professional manner they have placed for free in a number roughly equal to the total number of people alive in China today, perhaps 1 billion 300 million which among other things have been read by thousands of individuals in despair of life itself who reported to the Gideons they had found enough comfort in reading a bit in The Bible that they abandoned their intention to end their own life. ] Thus only if, first, China wishes it and, second, it is agreeable to the other side I am willing to open in my personal household in Beijing, for so long as is needful, friendly but unofficial living arrangements for the Dalai Lama and some quiet rooms of my household to the reconciliation process so Chinese and other authorized persons of concern might come and go unnoticed by a back way in an unofficial out of the way Beijing location I know for the purpose of having the kind of extended give and take meetings that may be necessary to achieve a resolution that eliminates this issue from the need for any further adverse public attention. When and if the time comes for me to return to Beijing to live, I will need some assistance in advance with workable arrangements, which Judge Song might oversee and wai ban Manager Feng Weyna might arrange the logistics on the ground, which I think must be initialized at China's highest levels and agreeable to all concerned.
